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Dear Parents, 

The Christian Education Committee recognizes the safety of its students is of utmost importance. In accordance with the State of New Jersey, a Child and Safety Policy to protect both children and teachers/aides from compromising situations has been developed by the Christian Education Committee. While in the process of creating this document, the Christian Education Committee, with the approval from the church Consistory, has also completed a discipline policy, as below. Please read this document and share it’s contents with your children. 
A. Teachers/Aids promise to encourage positive discipline in their classrooms which shall include the following: 

1. Communicate to children using positive statements.

2. Encourage children with adult support, to use their own words and solutions in order to resolve their own interpersonal conflicts.

3. Communicate with children by getting down to their eye level and talking to them in a calm quiet manner about what behavior is expected.
B. The classroom expectations/rules for Sunday School are as follows:

1. Treat others the ways you would like to be treated


2. Lights out means ‘Quiet’


3. If someone else is talking, do not interrupt.


4. Use manners – Please, Thank you, You’re welcome


5. Raise your hand if you have something to say


6. If you get hurt, tell a teacher


7. Worry about yourself only

C. Discipline policy: for all Teachers/Aids to follow in the matters of discipline in the classroom. 

1. Warning by Teacher/Aid regarding the disruptive behaviors.
2. If the disruptive behavior persists, the Sunday School Superintendent, Paul Brembt, Certified New Jersey Teacher of the Handicapped (Special Education), and certified K-8 teacher, will be called to address the child. He will determine the most appropriate response: 
i.  The child may re-enter the classroom after being addressed by the Superintendent, 

ii.  The child needs independent instruction with the Superintendent and another adult, or
iii. The child needs to return to his/her parents in worship. 

3. If the child returns to the classroom and the disruptive behavior still persists, the Sunday School Superintendent, along with the classroom aid will then return the child to his/her parent/guardian. 
4. If the intervention of the Superintendent is necessary, parent/guardian will be notified after the worship service with the reasons for his involvement.  

5. Teachers/Aids will document each time the Superintendent is sought for intervention and documentation will be given to the Pastor/staff person in charge. 

6. If the disruptive behavior persists, a family meeting may be called by the Pastor and Superintendent, at which time the best action or resolution will be determined.

D. Inappropriate Discipline: Any person, while on Church premises, shall not: 
1. Inflict corporal punishment in any way
2. Use any intimidating threats in any way
3. Use public or private humiliation
4. Use food or rest for rewards or disciplinary action
5. Caregivers shall not:

i. Use time out for any child less than three (3) years of age.

ii.. Physically restrain children except:

a. when it is necessary to ensure their own safety or that of others;

b. only for as long as it is necessary for control of the situation.
